At the end of the course the student should be able to:

· Identify the contribution of research in the management of care processes (evidence based approach and applied research) and the contribution of the nurse in clinical trials
- Read and interpret systematic reviews - Meta-analysis - Guidelines
- Analyze Clinical Trial least one experimental and one qualitative descriptive study
- Identify the characteristics of the main data collection tools
- Identify the main stages of a research protocol

· Identify the historical origins of the concepts of health, medicine and nursing care

· Describe the new trends in nursing education and practice

· Analyze the nursing deontological code through Experiential Learning
· Define the professional code of ethics and principles enacted by the code of ethics for the patient’s well-being and rights

· Identify the basic principles of ethics and the key ethical models used in healthcare

· Examine the beginning to end of life bioethical issues including diversity and relationship 

· Describe the functions and processes of the Bioethics Committees and the role of the nurse

· Provide theoretical and practical principles of legal medicine useful for the nursing profession. Students will be taught the rudiments of professional secrecy, informed consent, privacy principles and professional responsibility 
· Know legislations about organ transplantation, voluntary pregnancy interruption and assisted medical procreation will be discussed.

· Recognize injuries of medico-legal interest.

· Describe the genetic basis of human diseases and the means available to diagnose hereditary diseases.
· Describe the genetic component of many diseases.
· Illustrate the knowledge derived from the human genome project, the impact this has had on health care, and diagnostic and therapeutic possibilities of diseases with genetic basis.
· Describe the most recent information on the genetic basis of cancer, drug response, and transplantation
