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	FORMATIVE AIMS


	At the end of the course the student will be able, with regard to respiratory disease, neurological and geriatric, and constantly keeping the focus on a rehabilitative approach, the following:

• Describe the pathophysiological processes, the elements of clinical, diagnostic and therapy compared to pathological states of greatest epidemiological importance
• Describe the services network and the features of regional rules that govern
• Describe the characteristics of transfer of the patient according to a multidisciplinary approach in the different stages of the disease
• Describe the major disease states with particular attention to geriatric age cardiological problems, metabolic disorders, respiratory
• Describe the methods of the Multidimensional Assessment of Elderly Patient
• Describe the neurobiological basis of aging and degenerative diseases of the nervous system
• Describe the main diagnostic procedures used in neurology
• Describe the rehabilitative approach to the person assisted in all phases of the care pathway, taking into account the context, individual characteristics and family
• Describe the specific rehabilitative nursing interventions for disabilities covered in the course, especially with regard to mobilization and positioning of the person with disability, to supply and communication skills, application of bowel and bladder retraining programs and the reintegration of the new body image (assessment, prosthetic, report)
• Describe the significance and evolution of the concept of rehabilitation with reference to the definitions of disability, handicap and participation and contextualizing it within the health problems of cancer patients, neurological and geriatric
